By Road...travel Koshlong Lake Road to the gates of Wanakita (#1883). Turn in and follow 

the Koshlong AGM Meeting signs to the East side of Wanakita. The meeting will be held in the 

large building near the lake (hence the nameé.Lakeview Lodge) in front of the beach area. 

 

By Boat...travel to the north, north east corner of the lake. (Barrister's Bay is just to the east 

of the Wanakita East site) The Koshlong Lake Road public landing is at the far west side of the 

Wanakita shoreline.  NOTE: There are sandy shores at Wanakita East so you can come right up 

and either beach your boats or dock them (although thereôs limited dock space so get there 

early if you plan to travel by boat!). You may need to do some wading in shallow water so be 

prepared. Lakeview Lodge is a short walk from the shore.

HOPE TO SEE YOU THERE! 
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PLEASE REMEM BERé to keep your hydro lines clear of any underbrush.  Help 

prevent unnecessary power outages and hazards around your property: have qualified 

contractors trim or remove vegetation and tree limbs that could interfere with your 

power lines.

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KLA Survey 2008 Results

In July 2008, we conducted a survey of our members and there were 75 responses. 

A very gratifying óThank Youô to all those who participated.  On detailed analysis, 

there were a few duplicate entries and two that were unsigned, so they had to be 

eliminated from the final tally.  The results are now available and are posted on the KLA website. 

 

It was very interesting to go through the survey and see the responses. It would more than fill all of 

Wavelength to speak to all of the items, so Iôll just highlight a few. The first is the Positive Values (namely 

the elements that add to ones personal enjoyment of the lake).  The following graph shows the ranking of 

these primary values: 

 

 
 
Other activities that members enjoyed included:  walking or hiking, reading, good neighbours, the abundance of crown 

land and the lack of development.  Note also the significance of Night Skies. [Primary weighting was given to the 

response of óvery importantô and secondary weighting of ósomewhat importantô.] 

 

Since Water Quality was the top priority, we are interested in your ideas concerning our monitoring of the lake.  Send us 

your ideas on what else should be monitored and let us know if you are willing to assist with any monitoring.  Itôs a big 

job for one person, so it would really help if we had more people trying to take care of our lake.  Peter Carruthers is the 

new Lake Steward, and he would like to know how you are willing to participate. 
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The flip-side of the Positive Values was the Negative Values or the Concerns that diminish ones enjoyment of the 

lake.  

 

 
 
The first two concerns, Taxes and Water Levels are not in our control. But members should note the other items ï 

many of which are related to our activities.  Of particular note was the issue of Outdoor Lighting, which was an 

issue with almost half of the respondents.  We should all try to reduce our lighting and aim it so as not to disturb 

others. 

 

Finally, it was reassuring to look at the responses on wildlife.  Our members have seen ALL of the wildlife that 

were listed in the survey, including Moose, Deer, Salamanders, Bear, Fox, Bull Frogs, Garter Snakes and Beaver. 

What was heartening to learn was that some members have even seen Mink, Wild Turkey, Wolves, Lynx, a pair 

of Otter and even a Wolverine.  The full list of wildlife that has been seen is posted on our web site.  

 

One component in our Lake Plan will be on wildlife.  It 

would really help if you kept records of any unusual 

wildlife that you see (including the date and location) 

and send us an email of your sightings.  Flying Saucer 

reports will also be accepted and your name will not be 

used. Thereôs so much more to learn from the survey so 

check it out.
