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In the spring of 2009 I took over the lake stewardôs 

role from Terry Corbett.  He will continue to 

provide assistance as needed and has passed on his 

files.  On June 14
th
 2009, Terry and I collected 6 

water samples from 6 locations. We also measured 

water clarity or turbidity using the Secchi Disk in 

the same locations. The depth at which the disk 

disappeared from view varied from 3.5 to 5 metres. 

The depth range from 1992 to 2009 is 2.7 to 5.8 

metres.  The total phosphate content in our samples 

ranged from 6.5 to 10.6 mg/L.  I have to learn much 

more about water testing before I can speak about 

what this means. A first step will be to put all the 

figures from 1992 to the present into a table and see 

if there are any trends. We did not do coliform 

testing in 2009 but will do so this year.  

Alison Pentland, a KLA member, arranged with 

Sanford Fleming College to do an environmental 

study on Koshlong this past fall. Their report is on 

our website. They suggest that dissolved oxygen, 

alkalinity and pH are important indicators of lake 

health and lake capacity as well. She is currently 

checking to see whether they can continue their 

work this year. 

In September, 

I attended a 

Lake Stewardôs 

meeting at the 

Fish Hatchery. 

Some 30 lakes were represented and we found 

that we had concerns and interests in common. We 

have started to share information. At that meeting a 

conversation with David Flowers from MNR in 

Minden resulted in reviewing and copying the 

ministryôs Koshlong data file in late November. 

This provides information on water chemistry, 

water quality, fish spawning and stocking and the 

bass and lake trout fishery in general. This material 

needs to be put into a consultable form.  

At a meeting with Alison in April, she has offered 

to help with this as it has bearing on the background 

for the lake plan. Others may be interested as well. 

We discussed the Stewardship strategy at our board 

meeting this spring. It is clear that stewardship can 

be a broadly defined activity. We have started to 

discuss ways of getting the younger people involved 

as it would be a worthwhile, if challenging thing to 

do.  

 

 

 

Development of the KLA Lake Plan is still progressing. 

 A copy of the Draft version will be released in July and a workshop on 

that draft will be scheduled for August of this year. The workshop will give 

you the opportunity to voice your ideas and concerns about the lake plan 

and indicate how it can be improved upon. 

Although Dennis Choptiany has talked about the content and importance of the Lake Plan at several 

road association meeting, he has not had the opportunity of talking to all road association. Please 

contact him if you would like him to speak at your coming road association meeting.

Koshlong Lake Plan ï A Status Update

The 2010 Lake Stewardôs Report

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In Ontario - and in all of Haliburton County, a 

flashing green light on a vehicle means a volunteer 

firefighter is responding to an emergency in their 

personal vehicle. While the majority of firefighters 

will respond to the fire hall to get the 'big red truck' 

or other appropriate fire department vehicles, some 

may go directly to an emergency scene depending 

on the nature of the call. 

The Highway Traffic Act allows the use of green 

flashing lights, and only firefighters may use them. 

The Office of the Fire Marshal (OFM) has a 

comprehensive statement on the use of flashing 

green lights as part of its Public Fire Safety 

Guidelines, available at www.ofm.gov.on.ca.  

 

A flashing green light may be a rotating dome on a 

dashboard or roof, and on occasion it's a green 

strobe mounted inside a windshield.  Volunteers are 

not permitted to have sirens on their personal 

vehicles; so many firefighters will beep their horns 

in conjunction with having the green lights.  

 

The flashing green light is meant to help other users 

of the road to recognize a firefighter enroute to an 

emergency. As such, other drivers as well as 

cyclists, runners and walkers should yield the right-

of-way to allow safe and unobstructed passage. Of 

particular concern are those who walk or run with 

earphones on who may not 

hear a honking horn and then 

wonder what the heck just went by them!   

 

Unfortunately, there are many incidences of drivers 

either ignoring the green lights, or not 

understanding their significance and then reacting 

inappropriately. There are even a handful of fire 

hall stories about drivers who, for whatever reason, 

have tried to 'play cop' by weaving in the lane, 

slowing down, or riding the centre line in an attempt 

to prevent passage. This is unsafe for all involved.  

 

Firefighters' personal vehicles are not emergency 

vehicles, and a green light doesn't provide any 

exemptions under the Highway Traffic Act. 

Excitement and adrenaline are natural elements of 

emergency response, and while the green light 

doesn't provide permission to exceed the speed 

limit, the enthusiasm of firefighters may 

occasionally get ahead of them, especially when a 

call involves a child. 

 

If you want to know more about how your volunteer 

fire department operates, contact your local Fire 

Chief. In the meantime, keep an eye out for those 

flashing green lights and when you see them, pull 

over first and ask questions later.

As previously reported, KLA are in the process of developing a 

long range plan for both the location and maintenance of all fire box equipment.  

As part of this plan we have determined that ALL pumps and associated 

equipment must be made available in a consistent manner around the lake 

and therefore all equipment must be stored in a numbered & recognizable 

pump house provided by the KLA.  The reason for this is quite simple in that 

anyone in need of such equipment can then easily locate it on the lake. When such 

equipment is stored in unmarked buildings or under decks/sheds etc. as there has been in past, there is no 

easy means of quick identification in the event of a fire.   

PLEASE NOTE:  The KLA will be conducting a Firebox Survey again this summer and are currently 

looking for property owners in the Dysart Bay area willing to permit the placement of a new Fire Box 

on their shoreline. Please contact Karin Harrison for further details. 

 
¶ Anyone who currently has firefighting equipment stored in such a manner that does not meet this 

requirement i.e. not in a KLA Fire Box will be contacted.  Should they not be in agreement with placing a 

KLA Fire Box on their property for the storage of KLA Fire Fighting Equipment then all such equipment 

will be removed and re-located to another location on that road or general area. 

 

¶ Likewise, anyone who, either currently or in the future, has a properly designated Fire Box located on their 

property will be responsible for all regular service, maintenance and/or off-season storage of such 

equipment with all reasonable maintenance costs being reimbursed by the Koshlong Lake Association.  

Should that individual not wish to undertake responsibility for the routine service, maintenance and/or 

storage of the equipment, then the specific road association involved is asked to designate an appropriate 

person and to notify the KLA of the changes in responsibility.  

  

¶ Anyone wishing to have a KLA Fire Box re-located on their property is asked to notify Karin Harrison. At 

no time should a KLA Fire Box be removed or re-located without the knowledge of the KLA.    

 
PLEASE REMEMBER - Karin Harrison is currently working along with other members of the KLA to develop a 

comprehensive Fire Box Plan for the maintenance and replacement of equipment in order to ensure that fire-stations 

are located in the most suitable locations and equipped appropriately at all times.  If you are a designated Fire-Box 

Captain or have a KLA Fire-Box located on your property you are responsible for ensuring that all 

equipment is up and operational for the summer season. Please notify Karin Harrison once 

your pump and equipment has been tested for the start of the season to 

ensure that everything is operational and placed back in 

your fire-box ready for the coming season.  Any 

problems that are noted with the equipment 

assigned to your firebox should be reported 

immediately to Karin Harrison @ 705-457-4852 or 

by email: harcob@cottagecountry.net  As a 

designated Fire-Box Captain, please remember 

that you are encouraged to use your pump and 

equipment throughout the summer season in order 

to not only test the equipment but also to 

demonstrate & train others as to how to use the 

equipment in the event of an emergency.  If you 

require any assistance with this, please do not 

hesitate to contact Karin who will arrange for fire-

pump demonstrations if requested.

By Road...travel Koshlong Lake Road to the gates of Wanakita (#1883). Turn in and follow the Koshlong 

AGM Meeting signs to the East side of Wanakita. The meeting will be held in the large building near the 

lake (hence the nameé.Lakeview Lodge) in front of the beach area. 

By Boat...travel to the north, north east corner of the lake. (Barrister's Bay is just to the east of the 

Wanakita East site) The Koshlong Lake Road public landing is at the far west side of the Wanakita 

shoreline.  NOTE: There are sandy shores at Wanakita East so you can come right up and either beach your 

boats or dock them (although thereôs limited dock space so get there early if you plan to travel by boat!). You 

may need to do some wading in shallow water so be prepared. Lakeview Lodge is a short walk from the shore. 

Juice, coffee, muffins, fruit will be served by the camp.
