Trent-Severn Waterway Study
by Dennis Choptiany

On May 12", 2006 Parliament passed a motioH]
to “evaluate the future of the Trent-Severn
Waterway (TSW)”. Later that year, the
government commissioned a study to look at th

e

past, present a future of water management in the

TSW and in May 2007 a TSW Panel was
appointed to conduct a full evaluation of thg
waterway.

The Panel did an exhaustive study, including
talking to more than 1,000 concerned citizens
holding 30 public meeting, and reading 22§
formal submissions — including one from the
KLA. A copy of our submission is available on
our web site.

Well, the Panel’'s Report, entitlei's All About
the Water, has been presented to the Feder:
Minister of the Environment. The Report madg
24 recommendations, and so far the Minister
response has been favourable and he h
announced an investment of $63 million over th¢
next five years in capital improvements to thg

TSW. However, this is far less than the $21
million per year that was requested in the Report.

There is a lot of information in the Report, far
too much to state in this article. It is well
reasoned and an easy read. Some of ti
interesting information found in the report is
guoted below:

“The waterway is an engineering marvel that hag

It is, geographically, Canada’s largest national

historic site with more physical assets than any
other. It serves a regional population numbering
many millions and supports the economies of
more than 100 communities throughout its
18,000 square kilometres of watershed.

Parks Canada estimates that the replacement
value of assets on the waterway is $1.4 billion.

Few, if any, of Parks Canada’s national historic
sites rival the Trent-Severn Waterway for the
number, diversity and geographic distribution of
the historic resources that make up its story.”

Contrary to common understanding, boating and
traditional tourism are not the most important
economic drivers on the waterway. Waterfront
homeowners and cottagers have the biggest
economic influence, and by a large margin. The
almost 50,000 residences along the waterway and
16,500 more on the Haliburton reservoir lakes
generate from $650 million to $900 million each
year in economic activity and contribute close to
$300 million in municipal property taxes. A full

As an aside, it is disappointing that little was said
about the impact of our fluctuating water levels, and
no mention of our request to extend the date when the
final log is removed from the dam. In fact, more
influence seems to have been placed on the cultural
and heritage aspect of the watershed, but at least we
tried to enlighten them!

Bear Wise

Every encounter with a black bear is unique. The
following information is what experts recommend
you do however, there is no guarantee that what

works in one instance will work in another.

Black Bear safety basics:

Never approach the bear to get a better look
Do not attempt to feed a bear

Anticipate and avoid encounters

If a bear is in a tree, leave it alone. Remove
people and dogs from the area. The bear will
usually come down and leave when it feels safe

NOTE: If you have shot a bear in defense of your

When outdoors, supervise children and never leave
pets unattended

requirement applies whether you intend to keep the
bear or not. Failure to do so is a violation of the Fish

Bears do return to places
where they have found food. Once the bear does not
get food, it will move on

If you have done everything you can to remove
attractants, and the bear persists, call 1-866Z3P4-

If a bear is damaging your property, breaking into
your home or threatening your personal safety at th
of others, call 911 or your local police

Alert your neighbours about bear activity, and work
together to keep your neighbourhood free from items
that attract bears

When food crops fail, the potential for human-

bear conflicts increases as bears search for
alternate food sources

Bears lose their natural fear of humans through
repeated exposure to people in areas where food is
intentionally or unintentionally provided. In such
cases, conflict with humans is inevitable. Bears
may even become destructive or dangerous

Such bears are often destroyed because they have
become “nuisances” or are perceived as a threat to
human safety. They also have a greater risk of
getting injured or killed in collisions with

vehicles. That is why you should never
intentionally feed bears or place food to attract
other wildlife (including birds) to your yard for
viewing

Bears quickly learn to associate human residences
and campsites with a readily available food

source. In fact, most bear problems occur as the
result of improperly stored household garbage
Bears are also attracted to pet food that is left
outdoors, bird feeders, grease and food residue
left on barbecue grills, composters, fruit trees,
sweet corn and grain fields

Garbage dumps provide a concentration of readily
available food that often attracts bears. Beartss tha
feed on garbage in landfills risk physical injury.

Open Pit Mining in Cottage Country

No doubt you have read or heard about the proposed
open pit mining of uranium in Haliburton County —
specifically around Tory Hill. You may also know
that the councils of both Highlands East and Dysart
have taken a stand against this proposal.

At this time KLA Directors have not established a
definitive position on the issue, but will do so after
raising the question at the coming AGM. So, if you
feel strongly about the proposal, then please attend
the meeting or contact a director and make your
position known.

The issues are many and varied. But they really
center around two points, namely the appropriateness
of open pit mines in cottage country, and the present
and future impact on the environment.

However, the most troubling aspect is the issue of
mining legislation in Ontario, particularly the rights
(or perhaps more specifically the lack of rights) of
property owners. The following statement is taken
directly from the Ontario government web site:

There are parcels of land in Ontario where land
owners may own the surface of the land but not the
mining rights, on or below their land. Land owners

should also be aware that they may not own the trees
on their land and the details of ownership are

registered in title documents at the local Land

Registry Office. Each land sale is unique and

potential buyers should ensure they have a clear
understanding of the rights in the land they are
purchasing.

So there you have it. We may own the buildings, the
septic system, the driveway, the flowers and weeds -
but little else.

As we learn more about these issues, we will post that
information on our KLA web site. If you are
concerned about your own property rights then we
urge you to get more informed about your specific lot
by visiting the Land Registry Office in Minden and
look at the original deed for your property and any
associated Letters Patent. Only then will you have a
clear idea of your rights.

The CEWF believes that this is yet amthmple of “putting the cart before the
horse” on the future of the TSW. | will be writing the Hon. Mieisexpressing our dismay at the issuance of this
permit prior to receiving the recommendations of the very Paadiimself appointed to study the future of the
TSW.

You may have heard about the staking of claims on 4000 acres ofdamelehb Gooderham and Tory Hill where
preliminary test drilling is currently underway. This magdeto the development of an open pit uranium mine.

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Fire-Box Program Update

Over the course of the summer of 2007, the KLA conducted a survey of its’
current firebox locations (8) along with the contents of these boxes in order

to ensure that all equipment and instructions were in place and in good
condition. Over the summer, all pump houses were given a fresh coat of
paint, updated KLA numbering added and the contents of each house were
brought back up to standard. One of our old pumps which were in need of
major repairs was replaced last summer and a new unit was brought in on a
trial basis. In addition, a new pump was added and a new pump house was
built and erected along Before Long Lane with plans to purchase yet another
pump and to build 2 more pump houses for 2008. One of those pump houses
has since been placed at Wanakita (West), where it was found during our
2007 survey that while pump equipment had previously been stored on-site, it was praigarty designated pump
house. The other new pump house has been placed along Harcob Trail.

As part of the KLA Fire-Box Program we are in the process of dauaglapong range plan for both the location and
maintenance of all fire box equipments part of this plan we have determined that ALL pumps and
associated equipment must be made available in a consistent mamoemnd the lake and therefore all
equipment must be stored in a numbered & recognizable pump houvseded by the KLAThe reason
for this is quite simple in that anyone in need of such equipment canasignlecate it on the lake. When
such equipment is stored in unmarked buildings or under decks/sheds etce dmthkeen in past, there is
no easy means of quick identification in the event of a fire.
